Krushnowski that the Township Manager is authorized to pay 
the Invoice in the amount of $20,850.00 for demolition of the Lee Park Firehouse from 
Redmond Logging and Excavating upon notification in writing of satisfactory completion 
from the Township Building Inspector.

APPROVAL OF LOCAL ECONOMIC REVITLIZATION TAX ASSISTANCE 
(LERTA) FOR EARTH CONSERVANCY LAND KNOWN AS HANOVER 9  
Motion by Bowers, secc. Krushnowski that pursuant to Pennsylvania’s Local Economic 
Revitalization Tax Assistance (LERTA) Act to approve a tax abatement by way of the 
proposed Ordinance which establishes the boundaries of a Local Economic Revitalization 
Tax Assistance area consisting of 271.97 acres of property also known as the Earth 
Conservancy Hanover 9 site and was the subject of a duly advertised public hearing 
before the Board on January 3, 2018, and which incorporated the exhibits introduced at 
that hearing and which identified the LERTA exemption schedule and application 
procedures.
