twenty (28) hours per week, per individual.  Total of all combined temporary as needed 

drivers shall not exceed ninety (90) hours per week.  On the motion the following voted 

yes:  Andrejko, Bagusky, Howatt, Krushnowski, Lewis, Davis.

HIRING – TEMPORARY SUMMER WORKERS 

Krushnowski that Jacob Barber, Anthony Marcincavage, 

Justin Kwiatkowski, Kyle Windt, Brandon Chafin, Kyle Kowalski, Desmond Cannon and 

Brett Stevens be hired as Temporary Summer Workers at a rate of $9.00 for grass cutting 

or $11.00 for waste collector AND Marley Mullery hired as an Office Intern at a rate of 

$10.00 per hour effective July 15, 2018 to August 13, 2018.   On the motion the

Construction, in the low bid amount of $14,350.00. This project will be paid for by the

APPROVAL – FIRE HEADQUARTERS EMERGENCY GENERATOR 

PLANNED MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT 

Motion by Lewis, secc Krushnowski that based on the recommendation of the Fire Chief, 

to approve the Two Year Planned Maintenance Agreement in the amount of $2,280.00 

with Emergency Systems Service Company and that the Chairman is authorized to sign 

the agreement.

AUTHORIZATION – FIRE AND POLICE CIVIL SERVICE COMMISSION 

ELIGIBILITY TESTING

Commissions to initiate the steps necessary for eligibility testing. This testing is being 

conducted to provide a list of candidates should a vacancy become available within either

AUTHORIZATION TO ADVERTISE – MUNICIPAL BUILDING HEATING, 

VENTILATION and AIR CONDITIONING UNIT REPLACEMENT

specifications and an advertisement for the replacement of the Municipal Building 

Heating, Ventilation and Air Conditioning Unit and the Township Secretary to place 

advertisement for same.

AUTHORIZATION – MEDICO LSA GRANT EQUIPMENT ADVERTISEMENT

advertisement for the purchase of equipment for the Medico LSA Grant Project and for 

the Township Secretary to place advertisement for same.  On the motion the following 

voted yes:  Andrejko, Bagusky, Howatt, Krushnowski, Lewis, Davis.

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AUTHORIZATION – MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING: 

PENNSYLVANIA EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY TASK FORCE 

Motion by Lewis, secc. Krushnowski to authorize the Chairman to sign the Memorandum 

of Understanding with the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency for employee 

Michael Yodsnukis to be a member of the agency Task Force.  On the motion the 

following voted yes:  Andrejko, Bagusky, Howatt, Krushnowski, Lewis, Davis.

APPROVAL – ORDINANCE NO. 002-2018 – ZONING CHANGE 

Motion by Lewis, secc. Krushnowski that the Board approve Ordinance No. 002-2018 

amending the Zoning Map by changing the zoning district classification of approximately 

271.97 acres of land known as Hanover 9 from mixed use to I-1, as more fully set forth in 

the Ordinance.  On the motion the following voted yes:  Andrejko, Bagusky, Howatt, 

Krushnowski, Lewis, Davis.  MOTION CARRIED. 

 

INVOICE – SAGERS SERVICE CENTER 

Motion by Lewis, secc. Krushnowski to approve the payment of Invoice #3338 from 

Sagers Service Center in the amount of $25,018.68 for the engine replacement in 

Garbage Packer #3.    On the motion the following voted yes:  Andrejko, Bagusky,
